PEOPLE COME TO HOUSE

When dog is outside, don’t let it roam too far.


Keep it near by

When you bring the dog into the house, make sure it is very controlled

Teach dog to calm down – 

Teach it so it doesn’t need to be engaged with everyone who comes in the door

Unspoken rules 


Can’t lick hand when person stopped petting dog



This is being invasive of their space


Take dog blanket off couch – make dog be invited before jump up onto couch

Dogs want strong, clear, firm leadership from their owner.


This helps keep them calm

Keep dog busy inside – interact with it in a calm way – instead of playing “tug”


teaching it to think – where it has to use it’s brain


Train it to go and get something and bring it back

You want to dog to approach a new person with:

low wagging tail


mouth open


ears back


eyes soft
