Management by Restriction
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One of the most important principles in dog training is to have realistic and strategic expectations of how a dog should be behaving.  It's unrealistic to expect a small puppy to be free in your home and not cause some type of issue.  Whether it be potty accidents, chewing up belongings, overly excited greetings of guests and owners, etc...  The principle of "Management by Restriction" takes the pressure off of you and the dog and puts you in far more positions to build a trusting and positive relationship the animal.
