TOYS – BALL - TRICKS

Try playing with the ball with D


treat as success if D brings it back


Labs naturally want to chase the ball, not necessarily bring it back to O


D needs to learn

Play with the ball, then put him back on the bed


relax with the ball by his side


Wait until he looks at you, then toss it


Don’t give D a toy for free – wait until he follows you, looks at you



say “OK” and toss the toy


Use eye contact before release



go back and say “OK” and click, then release

Give a dog breaks while they are playing with you with a toy


This helps them keep from getting into a frenzy
Teach dog to retrieve

Get the toy


Bring it to me


Give it to me “Out”


Give a treat when drop the toy
Try to keep D wanting to play with toys, 


play tug

Teach D to play “Tug”


especially if they are the kind that need to chew


the second the D goes to bite – raise the leash and D will stop


Go back to Tug
